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The interview was conducted in Khartoum State to have a
knowledge of hygienic managements and the treatment of mastitis in
goats in 6 goat farms. The clinical parameters assessed in 12 female
goats infected with mastitis were palpation of the udders which
revealed the severity of the infection acute or chronic and also the

changes in milk secretion.

The isolated bacteria were Staphylococcus aureus (42.9%),
E. coli (28.6%), Bacillus cereus (28.6%) after culturing and

determination of biochemical tests of 12 milk samples.

Disc sensitivity test showed that gentamicin was inhibited-all
species isolated from mastitic milk. But the antibiotic ampicillin is

resistant to all isolates.
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
